70�s night in 1998 
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Blue World Travel Presents 

 With one of the longest-lived careers in contemporary music, 
Soul diva Patti LaBelle has notched hits in a variety of styles 
ranging from girl group pop to space-age funk to lush ballads. She 
grew up singing in a local Baptist choir, and in 1960 teamed with 
friend Cindy Birdsong to form a group called the Ordettes. A year 
later, following the additions of vocalists Nona Hendryx and Sarah 
Dash, the group was rechristened the Blue Belles. 
In the 60�s, Patti LaBelle & the Bluebelles scored a Top 20 pop 
and R&B hit in 1962 with the single "I Sold My Heart to the Junk-
man," before hitting the charts again in 1964 with renditions of 
"Danny Boy" and "You'll Never Walk Alone�. They also earned 
a minor hit with their version of the standard "Somewhere Over 
the Rainbow." When Birdsong replaced Florence Ballard in the 
Supremes in 1967, the remaining trio toured the so-called "chitlin 
circuit" for the remainder of the decade before signing on with 
British manager Vicki Wickham in 1970. Wickham renamed the 
group simply �LaBelle� and pushed their music in a funkier, rock-
oriented direction, and in the wake of their self-titled 1971 Warner 
Bros. debut they even toured with The Who. 
By 1973, LaBelle had gone glam, taking the stage in wildly theat-
rical, futuristic costumes; a year later they became the first Afri-
can-American act ever to appear at New York's Metropolitan 
Opera House, a landmark performance that also introduced the 
chart-topping single "Lady Marmalade." They were also the first 
African American vocal group to land on the cover of Rolling

 Timeless. It’s something every artist wants to be, but few earn 
the distinction. Charlie Wilson’s name is on that short list. 
From his breakout as a member of the Gap Band in the ‘80s to 
his revered solo recordings (2005’s certified gold Charlie, Last 
Name Wilson, 2009’s Grammy nominated Uncle Charlie), 
Wilson has sold millions of albums, inspired a throng of artists 
who modeled their vocal stylings after his (most notably Aaron 
Hall and R. Kelly) and cemented his status as a musical icon 
with accolades from Billboard and BET, among a host of others. 
Now, with his third Jive Records solo album Just Charlie, Wil-
son is on a mission: to teach people how to respect, treat and 
speak to women. As lead singer for the Gap Band, Charlie Wil-
son sang on four number one R&B hits: "Burn Rubber (Why 
You Wanna Hurt Me)," "Early in the Morning," 
"Outstanding," and "Addicted to Your Love" -- as well as the 
classics "You Dropped a Bomb on Me," "Yearning for Your 
Love," "Party Train," and "Big Fun." The band had three 
platinum albums and two gold certificates, and supplied hit sin-
gles for the movie soundtracks to Penitentiary III ("Sweeter 
Than Candy") and Keenan Ivory Wayans' I'm Gonna Git You 
Sucka (the title track, which reached the R&B Top 20). After a 
long hiatus, Wilson returned in 2000 with Bridging the Gap, 
issued by Interscope and sporting appearances by Snoop Dogg and 

Charlie Wilson 
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Nate Dogg (the smooth "Big Pimpin'") and Case (on the duet bal-
lad "Another Man"). The album became an R&B hit and brushed 
the Top 200 album chart as well. His 2005 LP Charlie, Last Name 
Wilson hit the Top Ten thanks to the success of the title track and 
"Magic." Uncle Charlie followed in 2009, with Just Charlie land-
ing in 2010.  Charlie is one of the top touring acts of 2011 and 
Festival at Sea is excited that he will join us. on our 20th Anni-
versary.

Jon Saxx was 
sleeping when the sound of a saxophone hit his preteen ears. The 
tones resonated in his soul, he awakened, and in that moment, he 
fell in love with the saxophone that makes us fall in love with him.  
Jon Saxx was born in Cincinnati, Ohio, attended college at Miami 
University in Oxford, Ohio and graduated with a degree in Manu-
facturing Engineering.

Stone magazine. Eventually Patti began mounting a solo career, issuing 
her eponymous debut in 1977. In addition to subsequent releases includ-
ing 1979's �It's Alright with Me� and 1980's �Released�, Patti also 
turned to acting, co-starring in a 1982 Broadway revival of �Your 
Arms to Short to Box with God�.  
LaBelle scored another number one R&B hit with "If You Only 
Knew," from 1983's I'm in Love Again. Two years later, she reached the 
pop Top 20 with her Beverly Hills Cop soundtrack contribution "New 
Attitude." Her next album, 1986's �The Winner in You�, went platinum 
on the strength of the Burt Bacharach-penned "On My Own," a duet 
with Michael McDonald, while the follow-up, 1989's �Be Yourself�, 
featured a pair of cuts written by Prince.  
In addition to her success as a singer and actress, LaBelle has also writ-
ten two books: the autobiography Don't Block the Blessings (1997), and 
the diabetic cookbook LaBelle Cuisine: Recipes to Sing About (1998).
